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' SUMMER FIELD TRIP
REPORT FROM BIG BLACK
MOUNTAIN

On Friday, 6 July, Bill Black, Charles Wright, Leroy
Koehn, Bob Beiriger, Rick Ruggles and Roger Zeibold
all met at 6:00PM on the top of Big Black Mountian to
begin the Summer Field Meeting.

Leroy picked up Bob Beiriger at the Lexington airport
upon his arrival from Palm Beach, Florida on Thursday
morning and the two of them began collecting their way
to Big Black Mountain with stops in Franklin County,
Red River Gorge in Powell and Menifee counties, and a
spot near the town of Quicksand in Breathitt County.
